Restriction Changes
Lot owners have received or will shortly receive ballots related to proposed changes in two restrictions.  The first changes the required gauge for steel roofs from 26 to 29. If approved, the 29 gauge will still meet IBC building codes and will save lot owners on the cost of a steel roof.  The second proposal is to allow lot owners to have small propane tanks, i.e. pig tanks, on their lot without the necessity of burying the tank. Restriction changes require a fifty-one percent approval by lot owners.  The last time the restrictions were changed it took almost two years to get enough lot owners to vote. Please return your ballot at your earliest convenience.

Attorneys

Kim Moore, who served as attorney to the association has taken a new position necessitating the hiring of a new law firm by the board of trustees. Four firms submitted proposals to the board and were interviewed in October. Following the interview process, the board selected the Layton and Southard firm from Cape Girardeau to serve as the association attorneys.
Key Cards and Gate Codes

The gate codes will be changed on Feb. 15. The new remote code will be provided to lot owners who have paid their assessment and indicated they need the code along with the key cards.  Lot owners with paid assessments who paid the mailing fee ($5) will receive new gate cards, car decals and boat decals in the mail.  Persons who did not pay the mailing fee may pick up their cards and decals at the association office at 1300 Brenda Ave in Perryville.
Lake Security

The board of trustees is exploring the installation of a new entry system that will require new remotes (for those who wish to use them) that would be purchased from the association.  The board is currently evaluating systems which will allow us to prevent remote codes being used by non-lot owners.  In the interim, lot owners are asked to take responsibility for the security of our complex by not sharing the remote codes with non-owners or owners who have not paid their assessment.

This and That

The spillway gate will be closed on Jan. 3 to allow the lake to fill.  All dock work needs to be done or finished shortly thereafter.

The rearing pond was emptied into the lake in October and additional catfish, bass and grass carp will be added in the near future.

Now that the leaves have fallen, lot owners are asked to make sure that culverts are cleared of leaves so that the water in the ditches can flow to the lake.
